The church is open to visitors from 11am until 4pm over
Easter and then seven days a week from 1 May until the end

of September, and for worship on Sunday at the appropriate
times. Over 50,000 visitors from more than 60 countries visited
in 2014. A brief history of the church is available for visitors in 84
languages.
